The effectiveness of the day depends on the teachers.  It is so important that teachers prepare their 
hearts before they teach and the Teacher Devotionals will allow them to do just that.  This is a time for 
them to get before the Lord and determine where their hearts are on the lesson prior to teaching it to 
the children.  We suggest that the teachers get together 15 minutes prior to the children arriving to do 
the devotional together and pray for themselves and the children.   

Prior to your class, read through the Application and Game Time to determine what materials are 
needed so you can prepare them in advance. Make copies of the Activity Sheets and Take Home assign-
ments for each child.  Then read through the Bible Truth and Application Time to familiarize yourself 
with the text.  These lessons have been written to make it extremely easy for teachers to teach.  The 
bolded text is what you need to say or read.  You may choose to read it verbatim or just highlight what 
you want to say.  The normal text gives directions. We have included in the lesson the NIV version of 
all Bible verses.  Before class write the Memory verse on the board or allow a child to do this.  They en-
joy helping out.
